Equipment 

Copier with Service Contract


Varsity high school debaters need 2000-5000 pieces of evidence that must be copied for each 2-person team.  College debate teams need 4000-7000.  Having our own copier with a good service contract would yield dramatic cost-savings for IMPACT.  

Vans


30-50% of tournament costs are wrapped up in rental vehicles.  Additionally, students in outer boroughs are often dissuaded from involvement with debate because they have to take two buses and a subway to get to a tournament and volunteers are dissuaded from assisting those schools because of the distance involved.  We would like to institute tournament shuttle service, volunteer shuttle service and also be able to use vans for away travel. 

Portable VCR/TV unit & LCD Projector


A portable VCR/TV until would enable IMPACT staff to show videos and offer presentations at parent workshops, PTA events, and school-based open houses.  An LCD Projector would support large-scale presentations during tournaments and institutes.

Personal Data Assistants (PDAs)


Providing each of our coaches with an e-mailed enabled PDA would allow them to receive a schedule of tournaments, updated messages and important IMPACT announcements.  

4 Nextel Cell Phones


These would provide have walkie-talkie capabilities at local tournaments and emergency numbers for teachers and parents at away tournaments

2 Digital Cameras & Scanner


Students could borrow a camera to take to tournaments and then bring back pictures that express their feelings about what they saw.  The scanner would make it easier to collect evidence.

Replacement of Stolen Items


During a robbery of IMPACT's offices, the thieves removed two laptops, a camcorder, a postal meter, and smaller items.  We replaced one of the laptops and the postal meter with insurance money but still need two more laptops to accommodate our staff and a digital video record to document events.  

Upgrade of Hardware


Two of the desktop computers we use including the network server are 5-10 years old.  There is difficulty running new financial software and updates of Microsoft Office.  

CD/DVD Writer & USB Mini Drive


These would allow easier transmission and secure back-up of data and information on both laptops and desktop computers.

Software Upgrades


We’d like new versions of Quickbooks, Word. Dreamweaver, and Goldmine. 

Supplies


Debate teams use legal pads, pens, file folders, expandable file folders and large tubs to carry their evidence in.  IMPACT provides these supplies at cost for tournaments and for CITI, the summer debate institute.  

Incentives 

Frequent Flier Miles


High school teams fly to two major tournaments in Atlanta and Chicago plus the two national championship events.  College programs fly to about six tournaments a year on average.  Frequent flier donations would ease that cost.  


Fun Passes


IMPACT would like to provide incentives for our students to perform better academically and completing debate work.  Movie passes, sports tickets and gift certificates for clothes, music and food would be among their preferred options.  

 Giveaways--T-shirts, Hats, Bags, Mugs, Jackets


IMPACT would use these items as recruitment tools and "feel good" measures at our end-of-year banquet.  

Services

Meal Donations


We provide breakfast and lunch for all students, teachers and judges at every tournament.  If we could have these services donated that would provide huge savings.

Internship Opportunities & Volunteers


Unpaid and paid options are welcome for our students.  IMPACT needs bus coordinators, tournament registration assistance, tutors, college counselors, mentors and judges for competition.  

Publishing Services


IMPACT would like to secure a pro bono printing services to produce its first biennial report, an organizational newsletter, and glossy version of the NYUDL News.
