2010 NEW YORK CITY DEBATE CHAMPIONSHIPS

 
Dear Colleagues, 

It is with great pleasure and enthusiasm that we invite you and your students to the 2010 NYC Debate Championship Tournament on Friday May 14th and Saturday May 15th at Brooklyn Technical High School at 29 Fort Greene Place.  The tournament will offer competition in policy debate on the 2009-10 NFL c-x topic and is open to all schools in New York City.  
 
DIVISIONS: There will be 4 preliminary rounds of debate in four divisions (open, junior varsity, novice and middle school).    A school may enter up to 3 teams maximum in any division of the tournament.  James Bathurst will serve as the Tab Room Director.

REGISTRATION: To enter, please send an email to Ashley Howey (ahowey.impact@gmail.com) with your teams and judges.   The entry deadline is Wednesday, May 12, 2010 at 5pm.  Entries should include names of debaters and which divisions, as well as a list of judges.   Please call-in  646-500-3921 or email changes to Ashley after that time.  The registration fees are $35/team plus $10/person to help offset costs. There is no extra fee for member schools who participate in Jerry M. Goldberg 3-person Lincoln Douglas Tournament that is being held on the same day.   Checks should be made out to the “IMPACT Coalition”. 

JUDGES:  One judge is required for every two teams entered by a school. We encourage schools 

to bring extra judges if possible. 


AWARDS: Awards will be provided to the clearing teams and the top ten speakers in each division. 

SPECIAL AWARDS:   We will be naming the first All-City Debate team featuring the top debaters from across the city.   They should demonstrate competitive success, academic success, good conduct, and contributions to their squad.  Coaches may nominate up to two students from their own school or another school.   No more than two students from a given school shall receive this award.  A nomination should include the student’s name, school, year in school, GPA (if available) and a short paragraph explaining the basis for the candidacy.   The Randy Wilson Traveling Sweepstakes Award will be presented to the 2010 top school.  The award will be determined based on the preliminary round record and elim wins of the best six teams from each school across divisions.

JERRY M. GOLDBERG LINCOLN DOUGLAS DEBATE TOURNAMENT: The venue will also offer competition in 3-person LD, an event started by JP Morgan Chase Bank and the NYC Department of Education more than 25 years ago whose tradition is continued by the IMPACT Coalition today.  Schools may enter one 3-person team in the event.  The 2009-10 resolution is: Resolved that the US undervalues an individual’s right to own and bear arms when balanced against the greater social needs of a society. You may find a topic bibliography and rules on the LD portion of the IMPACT Coalition website under the resources link (http://www.impactcoalition.org/dsch/dsch_resources.html).   Teams may advance in the Superstar Tier or the Newcomer Tier to elimination rounds held on the week of May 18th based on their cumulative record after 3 preliminary debates.
